To ensure your group will be able to visit the History C enter and
receive the program  you select please book your trip as early as possible.

March through May is our busiest time of the year and fills quickly. A variety

of programs are  available to help  create a lasting impact and create an
interest in history.

Field Trips and Museum Tours

The Oklahoma History Center offers a variety of ways for students to

investigate Okl ahomads past. Groups can expl
independently or  follow along with one of our scavenger hunts. Guided tours

are educational and provide a unique combination of sound, objects, and

interpretation and are available for groups who book at least two weeks in

advance. Please visit with one of our museum st aff to determine what

option will work best for your group.

How Long Should You Allow For Your Visit

Generally sc hool visits are scheduled in 1 hourto 2 hour blocks depending

on the age of the student. Allow sufficient time in your schedule for tra ffic
delays, unloading at the museum, rest room breaks, educational

presentations, and reloading your group. The museum store is available;
however, small groups of students must be accompanied by an adult to
enter the museum gift shop . Itis imperative that you arrive on time.

If your group runs late museum staff may change your program
without prior notice.

Chaperones
We require one adult for every ten students. Itis the responsibility of the
teachers and parents to maintain discipline within the groups at all times

Students who are unruly or cause undue disturbances will be asked to leave
the facility.  If you planto self -guideitis recommended thatyou have one
adult for every 5 -7 students . All chaperones must be at least 18 years old.
